Palm Sunday Brunch 

Our Saviorôs Lutheran remembered Jesusôs triumphal entry into 

Jerusalem and the beginning of ñPassion Week,ò the final seven 

days of Jesusô earthly ministry. OSL youth provided a wonderful 

Sunday brunch for the congregation. $340 was raised for youth 

camperships. 
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Dear People of God,  

Grace and peace to you, siblings in Christ.  

During the Easter season, we read from the book of Acts how those first fol-

lowers of Jesus were transformed by the Holy Spirit into a movement that 

spread around the globe. Communities of faith were formed and birthed new 

communities of faith. Over the centuries, there were processes to clarify and 

standardize core beliefs and documents. Throughout it all, there were various 

configurations of how communities were connected to each other. These 

groups of communities identified people who were the leaders and authori-

ties. Clarity of belief and purpose, organization, and partnership are key element in the continua-

tion of the Christian movement. They are things from which we benefit today. 

Our Saviorôs doesnôt exist on its own. We are church together. As a congregation of the ELCA, Our 

Saviorôs is connected to our local synod, the NEMN Synod, a local but larger Region, Region 3, the 

Churchwide expression of the ELCA, and the global Lutheran World Federation. We also seek to 

maintain good relationships with our neighboring communities of different denominations and 

faiths.   

During the first weekend of May, Deacon Candidate Jennifer and I will be partici-

pating in Synod Assembly. Synod Assembly is the annual gathering of rostered 

leaders (Ministers of Word and Sacrament ï pastors- and Minister of Word and 

Service- Deacons) and members from all the congregations in our Northeast Min-

nesota Synod. Our synod covers 13 counties and includes 132 congregations. Within 

our synod, there are 58,723 baptized members and 232 rostered leaders. The word 

ñsynodò comes from two Greek words ñsynò (together) and ñhodosò (a way) ñA way 

togetherò or ñwalking together.ò 

The major work of the Synod is to connect us for work we could not do on our own, and to train, 

empower, and keep accountable congregational leaders. Excerpt from NEMN Synod Vision State-

ment: Ŀ That we will radically welcome the stranger. Ŀ That we do long-term missional visioning, 

embracing risks and changes that may come, and reviewing annually. Ŀ That we will come to love 

the question, "What needs to change in this congregation in order to live into God's mission?" é So 

That: Ŀ We will be a community that grows leaders ï of all kinds! Ŀ People will hear the gospel in a 

way that makes sense in their context Ŀ Our church buildings serve as a tool for Godôs missioné. 

At the Synod Assembly, we will worship, pray, learn, form relationships, celebrate all we do as 

Church together, vote on resolutions, and conduct other business. Iôm especially excited to meet 

some guests who will be attending from our Synodôs Companion Churches in Russia, Honduras, 

and India. The theme this year is ñJust Peace: Accompaniment: Doing Godôs Mission Together.ò 

ELCA Global Mission will be sending a keynote speaker. Our worship will be led by Glocal team 

musicians who blend Global and Local to create music that connects us.    

Iôm looking forward to celebrating the ways that we are Church Together and bringing back some of 

the examples of what we are doing as part of these wonderful collaborations. Jesusô spirit continues 

to stir through the Church to fan this Christian movement into growth and action.
